EFA is a free web based multimedia system for adult learning English as a Second Language.

Learning ESL Online (http://www.learneslonline.com)
Designed for students who don’t have the time to attend a regular classroom, or would like to have additional help with their English learning.

Activity:

Students use EFA video series and the provided activities and pass a test for each episode before starting the next episode. Students are also required to complete additional work at the Learn ESL Online web site once they finish an episode primarily through writing activities. Students send finished materials as an attachment via email to the teacher.

General Information:

All instructions are on the web site. Communications is established through email, message board, and live chat sessions. Students register by filling out an online registration form. At the moment, email is the only communication being used.

Advantages:

· Provides an alternative for students to learn the English language.

· Students can complete work at home.

· Learn more uses of technology and practice researching skills.

Disadvantages:

· Must have access to an Internet connection.

· Must have a good understanding of word processing and email.

· Distance Learning involves some discipline and commitment to complete.
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
