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1. Web-Enhanced Language Learning- WELL deals with combining students with f2f instruction and the use of technology in a highly engaged student centered, learning environment, which is facilitated by a teacher.

2. Debut- This project started 2 years ago as an experiment to determine if a blended learning environment was a viable project worth pursuing. Is it possible to teach the ESL standards of reading, writing, listening, and speaking in this kind of environment? Will students be interested?

3. Student Centered- The class transformed into a student-centered classroom with a high interest level from all of the students. Students were engaged with learning and seemed to be working harder than ever before.

4. Improvements- As each semester passes, the website improves on its appearance, list of activities, assignments, homework, etc. Each semester provides a learning environment for the teacher too. This is an ongoing affair with all involved with this class.

5. Grammar- Each week a grammar focus is studied and a daily phrase is used with their writing. Students practice writing sentences or paragraphs with the daily phrase and the intended grammar for the week. Each day a volunteer student develops 5 sentences that are used for dictation, which the student dictates to the class. The class then reviews the 5 sentences with the teacher. 

6. Contents of a class lesson may vary for each semester and depending on the level of the students. All of the class contents, activities, directions, information, etc. are all on the web site and can be accessed 24/7 by students who have internet access from their home or any other place that has an internet connection.

7. E-mail- Students use email to send finished writing assignments, homework, questions, etc. to the teacher. Presently we are using Epals. Students with internet connection at home can use their personal email to communicate with the teacher as well.

8. Homework- Homework is due each week. Students are now given three words to learn and they must add two new words they learned form shopping, working, playing, traveling, etc. Students use dictionaries to define the words, not to find new words. They then write a sentence or paragraph using the word in a sentence. 

9. Conversation- Twice a week students engage in conversation groups where they talk about a particular assigned topic. New vocabulary and questions are added under each topic to help students discuss the subject. 
10. Goals-. Students use a goal worksheet to help them identify specific goals they may want to work on for the semester. Once a goal is determined, they then write a plan on how they will accomplish this goal. Their goal is then printed, signed by the student, and posted on the classroom wall. 

11. Web Page- Each student gets a personal web page created and maintained by the teacher. Completed writing assignments and homework are posted to their page. Students are welcome to add any additional pictures, work, etc. to their web site.

12. Weekly Log- A weekly log has been recently started of all of the class activities. In the past, this log has been printed to a notebook. It first began with just photos of class activities and students responses to a weekly question. It has now evolved into something much more. It now has the teacher’s comments, student’s comments to a weekly question, work samples, grammar samples, dictation samples, conversation topics, and pictures. It is now a record of what was done during the week. This log has now been added for viewing on the web site.

13. Class Review- Near the end of each semester our ESL program conducts a student survey of all of our classes. This class is offered another review at the end of each semester. Results are reviewed with the class.

14. Student Review- Students take a self-review on their personal progress.

15. Tests- The class is using an assigned text book but is only using the concepts and ideas from the book. Pre and Post tests are given in each ESL class each semester. Scores from this class have been on par with other classes from the same level.

16. Attendance- As with all ESL classes, there is usually a core of students who attend on a regular daily basis. The attendance with this class has improved from prior regular ESL classes held in the regular classroom. Attendance has been very consistent.

17. Engaged Learning- Students are engaged with learning the moment they enter the classroom until they leave for home or work. Most students spend some time at home preparing sentences, completing homework and/or writing assignments for the next day. At any given moment in the classroom, students can be seen collaborating with other students, asking for help, reading, understanding and completing writing assignments, checking the work of others, using email to send in their assignments, or preparing for conversation groups. Most have voiced their opinion in favor of extending the class schedule from three to four hours.

18. In a Nutshell- Students are excited about learning and the teacher has found a new excitement about teaching. It’s a win-win situation for both sides. Everyone has a chance to learn, be creative, practice new learning, invent new strategies for learning, and be more relaxed in a safe learning environment.
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
