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1. Course material was put up on the web where students could have access to all of the materials, even from home.

2. F2F instruction occurred in the classroom but all activities were completed using teacher generated forms using MS Word uploaded on the web page.

3. Students who missed classes could now catch up using the materials on the website and/or get help from other students.

4. Students email finished work to the teacher when applicable.

Advantages:

1. No need to use a lot of paper.

2. Materials developed can be easily modified.

3. Materials are in a permanent location and can be easily shared with other teachers.
4. Allows teacher to be more of a facilitator to identify lessons to strengthen student’s weaknesses, and to offer more help in specific areas. More individual work.
5. Students interact with technology and with other students.

6. Learning environment comes alive (increased communications).
7. Less structure.
8. Students use the target language.

9. Students who finish earlier are utilized as helpers and tutors.

Disadvantages:

1. Less structure

2. Not everyone is up to speed with technology, including teachers.

3. Takes additional time to answer email (tests, any activities, etc.).

Placing all the information on the web afforded those students who already knew the material or those who learned quickly were able to move on to the next assignment. Students are able to move at their own pace. Students take on the responsibility of organizing their time to complete assignments.
