Staring (stare)– to look at someone or something without moving your eyes.

Prescribing (prescribe) – to say what medicine or treatment a sick person should have.

Strolling – to walk in a slow & relaxed way.
11. Who has been watching and focusing on Toyota Motors to return every car that needs to be fixed?
Motor – vehicle engine.
Focusing – put more attention to something, center of interest.

12. Why has your child been throwing apples at cars lately?
Lately – recently, a short time ago.
13. Have you been having housewarming parties for your new home?
Housewarming party – party  that you have to celebrate moving into new house.
14. Have you been forgiving of your cousin?
Forgiving (forgive) – letting of resentments.

Reconstructing – to repair something to be usable, to rebuild.
2. What instruments have scientists been using to search the sky?
Instrument – tools, something that you use for a special job.

Export – transport (to move) to another place.
Products – something that a company makes.
