Metastasis: spread.

Mount: short for mountain.      Everest: mountain in Nepal.
3. Since Pablo got married, he had begotten four children.

Begotten: to have children.
4. He had had a hunch before he won the lottery. 

Hunch: a feeling that something is true or will happen.
5. I had drunk a lot of water, before my CT scan test.
CT scan: x-ray picture in 3-D.
6. We found ourselves lost because we had taken a wrong turn. 
7. The child whined because his mother hadn’t bought a new toy.

Whine: express unhappiness.
8. I’d reached my goal before summer.

Reach: to get.
9. The leader often preferred to sit down after he had completed his speech.
Prefer: to like something or someone more than another.
10.After the family had had breakfast they went to the aquarium. 

Aquarium: a place to view live aquatic animals.
Dictation:

Naughty: be on the bad side behaving disobediently.    Tended: be inclined towards in the direction of.
2. My parents show me the old fashion black and white pictures that they had taken during their holidays many years ago.
Old fashion: outdated. 
3. My teacher asked me why I had given her a lame excuse for being late in her class.
Lame: inadequate, not sufficient, not acceptable. 
4. I had already done the windows shopping by the time my boyfriend came home. 
Windows shopping: looking at displays of goods in the store windows without entering store to buy it. 

5. If my old car hadn’t completely broken down, I wouldn’t have bought a new fully loaded one.

Fully loaded: a piece of equipment that has all the bells and whistles.
