Calm down – less excited, nervous = hold your horses = chill.
13. My doctor said I shouldn’t get too tanned six months after the stitches were removed.
Tanned – skin becomes darker.
Stitch – sewing.
14. Miss Wishy Washy said that she paddled in the mud.

15. The guy said that the design of the Eifel Tower was the most brilliant invention.
Invention – create something new.
Brilliant – bright, very smart.

16. The weatherman announced it was going to be humid all day.
Humid – moisture in the air.
Weatherman – the man who says how the weather will be.
