    Qualify: Meeting the requirement or rules to do something. 

6. I told my sister she must see an eye doctor.

    I said,” You have to see an eye doctor.”

7. My son said he could go to the party after he finishes his chores.

8. He said that the kids could swim in the pond the next day.

    He said, “ The kids can swim in the pond tomorrow.”

    Pond: Body of standing water, usual smaller than a lake.

9. He said that I might need a new dress for the party.

    He said,” I may need a new dress for the party.”

10. Her mother said that she could go to the theater the following day.

       Her mother said,” You can go to the theater tomorrow.
