An action that continues from the past to the present.

+ The present perfect has three different meanings.
+ The contractions ‘s and ‘ve:can be used in affirmative statements.
He's worked here for ten years. They've lived in France.
+ The contractions hasn’t and haven’t can be used in negative statements.
I haven’t talked with Dr. Perkins. He hasn’t examined me.
