If you smoke, you will get lung cancer.
If you don't exercise, you will gain weight.

« Use a future conditional statement to connect a cause and an effect.
» The if clause is in the present tense and the effect clause is in the future tense.
» Use a comma after the if clause when it comes first.
If you exercise every day, you will develop strong muscles.
* Do not use a comma when the if clause comes second.
You will develop strong muscles if you exercise every day.
