« Verbs that describe thinking include: believe, expect, feel, forget, hope, know, realize,
remember, think, and understand.

- Adjectives that come after be and can be followed by noun clauses include: certain, clear,
glad, happy, sure, surprised, and worried.

- That can be omitted from most sentences containing a noun clause.
