* Lend means “let someone use something for a period of time.”
+ Owe means “have to give back or pay back!

Subject Verb Direct object From Indirect object
| will borrow five dollars from my brother.

» Borrow means “use something for a period of time."
« Borrow is followed by direct object + from + indirect object. You can't say: | will borrow my
brother five dollars.
