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Example Explanation

Ninh wants to save the environment. Some verbs can be followed by an infinitive,
He decided to run for mayor.

Bita wants everyone to vote. Some verbs can be followed by an/object
She convinced her family to register. (noun or pronoun) + infinitive:

+ These verbs can be followed by an infinitive: begin, choose, continue, decide, expect,
forget, hope, intend, like, offer, plan, prefer, promise, start, try, want, refuse.
 These verbs can be followed by object + infinitive: advise, allow, ask, convince, encourage,
expect, forbid, permit, persuade, remind, ell, urge, want.
+ If two infinitives follow the verb, to is omitted before the second infinitive.
He advised me to listen and learn.
