+ Tag questions are used to check if something is true or to ask for agreement.

* A tag question uses an auxiliary verb + a subject pronoun.

« The tag question uses the same tense as the main verb.

~ Atag question can consist of a negative tag statement and an affirmative tag question.
You aren’t a new employee, are you?
She won't apply for the job, will she?

+ Negative tags are usually contracted.
