Affirmative Negative tag.  Answer
statement question

SIMPLE PAST They talked, didn’t they?
PAST CONTINUOUS | They were talking, weren't they?

PRESENT PERFECT | They have talked, haven't they?

PAST PERFECT They had talked, hadn’t they?

* A tag question uses an auxiliary verb + a subject pronoun:.

* The tag question uses the same tense as the main verb.

* A tag question can consist of a negative tag statement and an affirmative tag question.
You weren't writing a letter, were you?
She didn't hire a new employee, did she?

Yes, they did.
Yes, they were.
Yes, they have.
Yes, they had.

No, they didn't.
No, they weren't.
No, they haven'’t.
No, they hadn't.
